The Student Support Team Process

Teacher, principal or parent has a student concern. Teacher consults w/
grade level team, past year’s teacher and parent/s in hopes of identifying
strategies that address areas of concern.
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Tier | Intervention: Principal, current teacher and Spec Ed representative
meet to discuss concerns, review student data and develop a universal
intervention plan to be tried for 6-8 weeks. (Plan may include added
practice, drill, varied instruction.) An attempt is made to resolve concerns
by the classroom teacher at the classroom level. Parent notified by teacher.
(Rtl Process explained to parents.)
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A Student Support Team referral is initiated by the classroom teacher when
students fail to respond successfully to Tier | Intervention. Parent notified
(SST Guidelines & Parent Prep sheet shared w/parents.) Teacher to
prepare data (i.e. individual assessment profile, sample student work, log of
accommodations tried, anecdotal notes, or other pertinent student
information.) Parents and involved participants invited to SST.
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Tier Il Intervention: Student Support Team (to include present and last year’s teacher,
principal, parents, Spec Ed rep) meets to discuss concerns, and develop an intervention
plan that is tailored for the unique needs of the struggling student. Intervention is
individualized, research based and may be carried out by the classroom teacher or as
part of a small group intervention program that is provided in/outside the classroom.
Student’s progress is closely monitored during this intensive intervention program.
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
